Administration (Services-A) Dept., dt: 17.04.2008 and G.O. Ms. No. 261 Home (Prisons. A)
Dept., dated 04-10-2010, and G.O. Ms. No. 62 Home (Prisons) Dept., dated: 23.02.2013, and
G.O. Ms. No. 166 Home (Prisons) Dept., dated: 10.07.2013, G.O. Ms. No. 49 Home (Prisons &
Fire Services) Dept., dated: 07.05.2015, and G.O. Ms. No. 05 Home (Legal.ll) Dept., dt:
19.01.2016.

4. Women Reservation : 33 1/3 % of vacancies in each category are reserved for women for

the Post code No. 21 and 20 % of vacancies in each category are reserved for women for the Post
code No. 22 under direct recruitment. In the event of non-availability of eligible and suitable
women candidates in a particular year, the vacancies reserved for them shall not be carried
forward to the subsequent year and shall be filled up by men candidates of respective category.

The reservation will be a horizontal reservation following principle of sufficiency i.e., the

reservation of women candidates shall be adjusted proportionately in the respective category to
which the women candidate belongs, in relaxation of relevant rules relating to Andhra Pradesh

State and Subordinate Service Rules- 1996.

5. The rule of Special representation (reservation) i.e., BC-A, BC-B, BC-C, BC-D, BC-E,
SC, ST and Ex.Servicemen provided in Rule 22 of A.P. State & Subordinate Service Rules,
1996 will be applicable except in the case of 75% vacancies in the Scheduled Areas of
Stipendiary Cadet Trainee Police Constables (Civil). As per the G.O. Ms. No. 101 Home
(Legal.Il) Dept., dt: 16.02.2009, 75% vacancies in the Scheduled Areas of the State of Andhra
Pradesh of Stipendiary Cadet Trainee Police Constables (Civil) will be filled up with the

candidates belonging to the Scheduled Tribes who are domiciled in the Scheduled Areas of

Srikakulam, Vizianagaram, Visakhapatnam. East Godavari and West Godavari districts.

6. Reservation for Special Categories:-

The vacancies reserved for Special categories i.e., Meritorious Sports Personnel (MSP);
National Cadet Corps(NCC); Children of Police Personnel (CPP); Children of deceased and
Incapacitated Police personnel(CDI) and Home Guard(HG) as per details given in Para-20 below

shall be adjusted in horizontal manner on compartmentalized basis i.e., the reservation of Special
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category candidates shall be adjusted proportionately in respective communal category to which

the candidate belongs.

Pertaining to Backward Classes.SC & ST (paras 7 & §)

7. Relaxation in upper age limit (as given in para 10(B) (b)(1)(i)) and / or reservation to
‘BC-E group’ or ‘any category in BC-E group’ will be subject to the adjudication of the
litigation pending before the Honourable Courts. However relaxation in upper age limit (as
given in para 10(B) (b)(1)(i)) and / or reservation to ‘BC-E group’ is applicable to SI. No. 1 to 14
of BC-E group as per interim order on 25-03-2010 in Civil Appeal No(s). 2628-2637 of 2010 of
Hon’ble Supreme Court of India. As per the G.O. Ms. No. 23, Back Ward Class Welfare Dept.,
dt: 07.07.2007, the castes mentioned in Sl. No. 15 are treated as ‘OC’ category.

8. CREAMY LAYER:-

Government have issued G.0O.Ms.No. 3, Backward Classes Welfare (C2)
Department dated 04-04-2006 and G.O.Ms. No. 26 Backward Classes Welfare (C) Dept., dt-
09.12.2013, laying down the criteria to determine Creamy Layer among Backward Classes
in order to exclude from the provisions of reservations. Government of Andhra Pradesh has
adopted all the criteria to determine the Creamy Layer among Backward Classes as fixed
by the Government of India. The Government of Andhra Pradesh have fixed the annual

income limit at Rs. 6,00,000/-.

a) The candidates belonging to Backward Classes, Scheduled Castes & Scheduled
Tribes should submit the Community & Date of Birth certificate in the format given in

Annexure - IV to avail relaxation in age. The certificate must have been issued by the

competent revenue authority in terms of G.O. Ms. No. 58 SW (J) Dept., dated 12-05-1997.

b) Only those candidates belonging to Backward Classes who do not belong to ‘Creamy
layer’ as defined in G.O.Ms.No. 3, Backward Classes Welfare (C2) Department, dated
04-04-2006 and G.O.Ms. No. 26 Backward Classes Welfare (C) Dept., dt- 09.12.2013 will
be eligible to avail reservation. They should submit the certificate in the format given in
Annexure - V regarding their exclusion from the Creamy Layer from the competent
authority (Tahasildar) along with the Community certificate in the format given in

Annexure - IV.

c) Candidates belonging to Backward Classes who belong to ‘Creamy layer’ are eligible to

avail relaxation in age but not the quota for reservation. They should submit the

Community certificate in the format given in Annexure - [V.

The requisite educational qualification, age, physical standards, procedure to be followed

for selection etc are given below. The candidates must read the instructions given in this

notification as well as “instructions for filling the online application” carefully in their own

in the case of all other candidates, must have attained the age of 18
years and must not have attained the age of 22 years as on 1* July,
2016 i.e., must have been born not earlier than nd July, 1994 and not

later than 1* July, 1998.

2) For the post code no. 53 & 54 : Must have attained the age of 18 years and must

not have attained the age of 30 years as on 1% July, 2016 i.e., must have been born

not earlier than 2™ July, 1986 and not later than 1% July, 1998.
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b) Age Relaxation:-

1) For the post code Nos.21 & 22:-

The upper age limit prescribed in para 10 (B) (a) (1)(ii) above will be relaxed as
under;

(1) Upto a maximum of five years if a candidate belongs to a Backward Class

(v) Upto a maximum of three years if a candidate is a retrenched temporary

employee in the State Census Department with a minimum service of 6

months during 1991

(vi) In the case of a widow, a divorced woman or a woman judicially separated

from her husband, and who is not remarried,

a) The candidate if she is an SC or ST, must have attained the age of
18 years and must not have attained the age of 40 years on 1% July,
2016 i.e., she must have been born not earlier than nd July, 1976

and not later than 1% July, 1998;

b) In the case of all other categories other than SC & ST, the candidate
must have attained the age of 18 years and must not have attained
the age of 35 years as on 1% July, 2016 i.e., she must have been born

not earlier than 2™ July, 1981 and not later than 1*' July, 1998.
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NOTE:- A candidate claiming age relaxation by virtue of being either
a widow or a divorcee or a woman judicially separated should
produce the following documentary evidence.

(1) In case of widow, death certificate of her husband together with the

affidavit that she has not re-married since.

(i1)) In case of divorced women and women judicially separated from their

husband, a certified copy of the judgment/decree of the appropriate
court to prove the fact of divorce or the judicial separation, as the case

may be, along with an affidavit that they have not re-married since.

2)For the post code Nos.53 & 54:-

The upper age limit prescribed in para (a) (2) above will be relaxed as under;

a) Upto a maximum of five years if a candidate belongs to a Backward Class

or a Scheduled Caste or a Scheduled Tribe.

b) _In the case of a widow, a divorced woman or a woman judicially separated

(a) The candidate if she is an SC or ST, must have attained the age of
18 years and must not have attained the age of 40 years on 1% July,
2016 i.c., she must have been born not earlier than 2™ July, 1976

(b) In the case of all other categories other than SC & ST, the candidate
must have attained the age of 18 years and must not have attained
the age of 35 years as on 1% July, 2016 i.e., she must have been born

not earlier than 2™ July, 1981 and not later than 1% July, 1998.

NOTE:- A candidate claiming age relaxation by virtue of being either
a widow or a divorcee or a woman judicially separated should
produce the following documentary evidence.

(1) In case of widow, death certificate of her husband together with
the affidavit that she has not re-married since.

(i1) In case of divorced women and women judicially separated from
their husband, a certified copy of the judgment/decree of the

appropriate court to prove the fact of divorce or the judicial
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separation, as the case may be, along with an affidavit that they

have not re-married since.

Save as provided above, the age limits prescribed can in no case be relaxed.

NOTE: - The date of birth accepted by the SLPRB, AP is that entered in the Secondary School
Certificate or Matriculation or an equivalent examination certificate. No other document relating
to age like horoscopes, affidavits, birth extracts from Municipal Corporation, service records and

the like will be accepted.

11) Minimum Educational Qualification

For post code-21, 22,53 and 54: -

The candidate must hold, as on 1% July, 2016, Intermediate or its equivalent
examination recognised by the State Government. In the case of a candidate belonging to
Scheduled Castes or Scheduled Tribes, as on 1% July, 2016, he/she must have passed SSC or its
equivalent examination recognised by the State Government and should have studied Intermediate

and appeared for the Intermediate Examinations in both the 1* year and 2™ year.

Note:  The candidates who possess higher qualification than the prescribed one will also be

considered for selection on par with the candidates who possess the prescribed qualification.

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B) Mode of Payment of Fee:

I Step: The candidate has to visit any of the Mee Seva (e-Seva) / AP
Online/ TS Online centres to pay the prescribed Registration Fee
by providing his / her Basic personal details like Name, Father’s
Name, Date of Birth, Mobile Number, Community and SSC Hall
Ticket Number or its equivalent.

17. CANDIDATES TO ENSURE THEIR ELIGIBILITY FOR THE EXAMINATION: The
candidates applying for the examination should ensure that they fulfil all eligibility conditions
for admission to the examination. Their admission at all the stages of the examination will be

purely provisional and subject to satisfying the prescribed eligibility conditions.

Mere issue of Admit card /Hall ticket to the candidate will not imply that his/her
candidature has been finally cleared by the Board.

The board will take up verification of eligibility conditions with reference to

original documents only after the candidate has finally qualified.

3) Marks obtained in Preliminary Written Test will have no relevance in the Final

selection which will be based on the marks obtained in Final Examination only.

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“(3) Notwithstanding anything contained in sub-paragraph (1) or (2), candidates
who migrate to any part of the State of Andhra Pradesh from the State of
Telangana within a period of three years from the 2™ day of June, 2014 shall be
regarded as the local candidate in the State of Andhra Pradesh at the place of his
residence and be treated at par with the local candidates residing in that area, in
accordance with such guidelines as may be issued by the Government of Andhra

Pradesh for the purpose of employment.”

3. Modalities for the same are under consideration with Government of Andhra Pradesh and

orders are expected shortly. Candidates who are covered by this order will be required to submit

necessary certificate as per the instructions given by the Government of Andhra Pradesh at the time

of appearing for Physical Measurement Test and Physical Efficiency Test (Only those candidates

who qualify for Preliminary Written Test).

Definition of local candidate:

(1) “Local Candidate” means a candidate for direct recruitment to any post in relation to that Local
arca where he/she has studied in Educational Institution(s) for not less than four consecutive
academic years prior to and including the year in which he/she appeared for SSC or its equivalent
examination. If however, he/she has not studied in any educational institution during the above

Similarly, if
he/she has not studied during the above said period in any Educational Institution(s) the place of
residence during the above period will be taken into consideration and local candidature
determined with the reference to the maximum period of residence or in the case of equal period

where he/she has resided last.

(i11) If the claim for local candidature is based on study, the candidate is required to produce a
certificate from the Educational Institution (s) where he /she has studied during the said 4 years
period i.e., from VII class to X class (or) 7 years period i.e., from IV class to X class, in case

he/she is not studied from VII class to X class in one particular district in Annexure-III (A). If,
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however, it is based on residence, a certificate should be submitted as prescribed in Annexure-III
(B) obtained from an officer of the Revenue Department not below the rank of a Mandal Revenue

Officer in independent charge of a Mandal.

(iv) If, however, a candidate has resided in more than one Mandal during the relevant four/seven
years period but within the same District separate certificates from the Mandal Revenue Officers

exercising jurisdiction has to be obtained in respect of different areas.

Note: a) Single certificate, whether of study or residence would suffice for enabling the candidate

to apply as a “Local Candidate”

b) Residence certificate will not be accepted, if a candidate has studied in any educational
institution upto SSC or equivalent examination. Such candidates have to produce study
certificates only invariably. The candidates, who acquired Degree from Open Universities without
studying SSC/Matriculation or equivalent in educational institutions, have to submit residence

certificate only.

20. Special Representation for Special Categories:
