INSTRUCTIONS TO CANDIDATES FOR FILLING IN THE DETAILED APPLICATION FORM

The candidates should read these instructions carefully before filling in the online
Detailed Application Form. The candidate should also scan their relevant original
documents as listed below in 200 dpi grey scale and convert to separate pdf files up to 1
mb, before filling in the online Detailed Application Form (DAF). The pdf file so created
must not be password protected and it should be uploaded along with the online
submission of DAF.

(I) Scanned copy of the certificate of age.

(I) Scanned copy of the certificates showing his/her educational qualification
prescribed in para 3(iii) of the Notice of the Examination uploaded on the website of
Commission and Rule 9 of the Rules of Examination published in the Gazette of India
dated 20t March, 2019.

(III) Scanned copy of the certificate in support of claim to belong to Scheduled
Castes/ Scheduled Tribes/Other Backward Classes/EWS (wherever applicable).

(IV) A scanned copy of Undertaking duly signed by the candidate seeking relaxation
as OBC candidate in support of claim of not belonging to creamy layer, to be given in
format as mentioned in para B-1 of Appendix I.

(V) A scanned copy of duly filled in and signed proforma given as Annexure to
Detailed Application Form by the Candidate seeking relaxation as OBC candidate.

(VI) Scanned copy of the certificate in support of claim of age relaxation, wherever
applicable.

(VII) Scanned copy of the certificate in support of claim to being Persons with
Benchmark Disability, wherever applicable.

(VIII) Scanned copy of the certificate in support of claiming age relaxation as persons
employed in the GSI and CGWB under Rule 8(c), wherever applicable.

(IX) Scanned copy of the Undertaking duly signed by the candidate if already in
Government Service.

Duly signed copy of the online Detailed Application Form along with originals
of the above certificates are required to be produced along with self certified copies
of all the documents at the time of interview or within the last day of interview,
which will be published in the Commission’s Website in due course, failing which
their candidature is liable to be cancelled. It may also be noted that in no case the
last date of verification of certificates will be extended. Candidate must also note
that they should upload only the scanned copies of the original documents and no
document is required to be sent by post.

2. The information earlier given by candidates in the Application Form for the
Examination through online will be cross-checked with the information given by them in
this Detailed Application Form online. If there will be any serious discrepancies, their
candidature is liable to be rejected / cancelled.

3. A candidate who claims to belong to one of the Schedule Castes, the Schedule Tribes or
the Other Backward Classes should upload in support of his/her claim a scanned copy of
the certificate in the form given in Appendix-I from the District Officer or the Sub-
Divisional Officer or any other officer of the district in which his/her parents (or surviving
parent) ordinarily reside. Such an officer should have been designated by the State
Government concerned as competent to issue such a certificate. If both his/her parents
are dead, the officer signing the certificate should be of the district in which the candidate
himself/herself ordinarily resides otherwise than for the purpose of his/her own
education.

3.1 A candidate who claims reservation benefit under Economically Weaker Section

(EWS) should upload in support of his/her claim a scanned copy of the Income and Asset
Certificate (Certificate of Eligibility).

Note 1: Candidates should note that their SC/ST/OBC/PwBD/Ex-servicemen certificate
should be earlier than the closing date of application for Combined Geo-Scientist and
Geologist Examination, 2019 [i.e. prior to 16.04.2019] as prescribed in the Rule 23 of the
rules for the examination.

Note 2: Candidates of Economically Weaker Section should note that their Income and Asset
Certificate should be earlier than 1st August, 2019 as prescribed in the Rule 24 of the rules



for the examination.

Note 3: Candidates claiming to belong to OBCs should note that the name of their
caste (including its spellings) as indicated in their certificates, should be exactly the
same as published in the lists notified by the Central Government from time to time.
A certificate containing any variation in the caste name will not be accepted.

Note 4: The OBC claim of a candidate will be determined in relation to the State (or part of
the State) to which his father originally belongs. A candidate who has migrated from one
State (or part of the State) to another should, therefore, produce an OBC certificate which
should have been issued to him based on his father's OBC certificate from the State to
which he (father) originally belongs.

Note 5: No change in the community status indicated by a candidate in his/her
application form for the Combined Geo-Scientist and Geologist Examination will be allowed
by the Commission except in the circumstances mentioned in the Rule 22 of Combined
Geo-Scientist and Geologist Examination Rules, 2019.

4. A candidate must fill up and submit online Detailed Application Form along with
scanned copies of the relevant documents by using the website www.upsc.gov.in.

5. A candidate must upload along with his/her online Detailed Application Form, a
scanned copy of certificate of age (indicating his/her date of birth). The date of birth
accepted by the Commission is that entered in the Matriculation or Secondary School
Leaving Certificate or in a certificate recognised by an Indian University as equivalent to
Matriculation or in an extract from a Register of Matriculates maintained by a University
which extract must be certified by the proper authority of the University. A candidate who
has passed the Higher Secondary Examination or an equivalent Examination may submit
a scanned copy of the Higher Secondary Examination certificate or an equivalent
certificate.

No other document relating to age like horoscopes, affidavits, birth extracts from
Municipal Corporation, Service Records and the like, will be accepted.

The expression Matriculation/Higher Secondary Examination Certificate in this part of
the instructions includes the alternative certificate mentioned above.

Sometimes the Matriculation/Higher Secondary Examination Certificate does not show
the date of birth or only shows the age by completed years or completed years and
months. In such cases a candidate must submit in addition to the Matriculation/Higher
Secondary Examination Certificate a scanned copy of the certificate from the Headmaster/
Principal of the Institution from where he/she passed the Matriculation/Higher Secondary
Examination showing date of his/her birth or his/her exact age as recorded in the
Admission Register of the Institution.

Candidates are warned that unless complete proof of age as laid down in these

instructions is sent with the application, the candidature of the candidate will be
rejected.
6. Candidates are advised to read carefully the Rules of the Examination, which include
conditions of eligibility etc. as published in the Gazette of India dated 20t March, 2019.
They should note that no correspondence will be entertained by the Commission from
candidates to change any of the entries made in the application form. They should,
therefore, take special care to fill up the application form correctly.

In case there are any illegible or misleading entries, the candidates will be responsible

for the consequences thereof.
7. Candidates are required to indicate in column 21(a) of the application form the posts
for which they have qualified on the result of the written part of the examination. In case
they have qualified for both the categories of posts they should indicate their order of
preference for these Services in column 21(b) so that having regard to the rank in order of
merit, due consideration can be given to their preferences when making appointment.

No request for addition/alteration in the preferences indicated by a candidate in his
application will be entertained by the Commission.

8. A candidate must upload a scanned copy of a certificate showing his educational
qualification prescribed in para 3(III) of the Notice dated 20t March, 2019 for the
Examination available on the website of Commission. The certificate submitted must be
one issued by the authority (i.e. University or other examining body) awarding the
particular qualification.
