architecture, shipbuilding and navigation, yoga, fine arts, chess, and more. Indian culture

and philosophy have had a strong influence on the world. These rich legacies to world heritage

must not only be nurtured and preserved for posterity but also researched, enhanced, and

put to new uses through our education system.

The teacher must be at the centre of the fundamental reforms in the education system. The

new education policy must help re-establish teachers, at all levels, as the most respected and

essential members of our society, because they truly shape our next generation of citizens.

I do not demand your faith; I am not setting myself up as an

authority. I have nothing to teach you - no new philosophy, no new system, no new path

to reality; there is no path to reality any more than to truth. All authority of any kind,

especially in the field of thought and understanding, is the most destructive, evil thing.

Leaders destroy the followers and followers destroy the leaders. You have to be your own

teacher and your own disciple. You have to question everything that man has accepted

as valuable, as necessary. If you do not follow somebody you feel very lonely. Be lonely

then. Why are you frightened of being alone? Because you are faced with yourself as you

are and you find that you are empty, dull, stupid, ugly, guilty and anxious - a petty,

shoddy, secondhand entity. Face the fact; look at it, do not run away from it. The

moment you run away fear begins. In enquiring into ourselves we are not isolating

ourselves from the rest of the world. It is not an unhealthy process. Man throughout the

world is caught up in the same daily problems as ourselves, so in enquiring into ourselves

we are not being in the least neurotic because there is no difference between the individual

and the collective. That is an actual fact. I have created the world as I am. So don’t let

us get lost in this battle between the part and the whole. I must become aware of the total

field of my own self, which is the consciousness of the individual and of society. It is only

then, when the mind goes beyond this individual and social consciousness, that I can

become a light to myself that never goes out.

Boxing matches were very popular in England two hundred years ago. In those days,

boxers fought with bare fists for prize money. Because of this, they were known as ‘prize

fighters’. However the boxing was very crude, for there were no rules and the prize

fighter could be seriously injured or even killed during a match. One of the most colorful

figures in the boxing history was Daniel Mendoza who was born in 1764. The use of

gloves was not introduced until 1860 when the Marquis of Queensberry drew up the first

set of rules. Though he was technically a prize - fighter, Mendoza did much to change

crude prize fighting into a sport, for he brought science to the game, in his day. Mendoza

enjoyed tremendous popularity. He was adored by rich and poor alike. Mendoza rose to

fame swiftly after a boxing - match when he was only fourteen years old. This attracted

the attention of Richard Humphries who was then the most eminent boxer in England.

He offered to train Mendoza and his young pupil was quick to learn. In fact, Mendoza

soon became successful that turned Humphries against him. The two men quarreled

bitterly and it was clear that the argument could only be settled by a fight. A match was

held at Stilton where both men fought for an hour. The public bet a great deal of money

on Mendoza, but he was defeated. Mendoza met Humphries in the ring on a later

occasion and he lost for second time. It was not until his third match in 1790, that he

finally beat Humphries and became Champion of England.

He was sent to prison for failing to

pay his debts and died in poverty in 1836.
